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Middle Class Hegemony in
an Internal Colony :
National Aspirations in Assam

Prof. Apurba Kumar Baruah

It is not difficult to demonstrate that nationalism in any, land
develops under the patronage of the most dominant class or class
- of the area. These forces make use of nationalism to protect their
own interest but since most successful ruling classes rule with the
help of what Gramsci called hegemony' and since such hegeqlony
is not possible without mobilizing the consent of the subordinate
classes it becomes necessary for all dominant classes aspiring to
~ exercise hegemony to articulate at least some interest of the strata

below them. Articulation of ‘national’ interest by dominant classes,
or aspirants of such domination, often seems to fulfil this
. require-ment because ‘national interest’ is defined by their
propagators as interest of the entire community. The cultural,
. economic and political demands embraced by such interest are
y _publicized as de-mands for the entire community. It is true that the:

concept of hege-mony is usually connected with the ruling classes
‘but as Manorama Sharma has shown there exists a concept of
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political hegemony even in the case of non-ruling classes in Gramsci
himself2. If we look at the multi-cultural poly-ethnic countries like
India and especially at the processes of formation of national
consciousness of the big and also of small nationalities in such
countries, we come to realise that the exercise of hegemony by
advanced sections of the respective communities does influence
the issues connected with nationality question.

In the hey days of Indian nationalism, when the torch bearers
of this nationalism, the Indian bourgeoisie and the middle classes
mainly belonging to the Brahminical tradition® led the struggle against
British imperialism, the middle classes, and sometimes even nascent
regional bourgeoisie, of the small nationalities accepted the ideology
of Indian nationalism. One cannot, however, ignore the fact that
even at that point of Indian history these nationalities never forgot
their own identities. As we have shown in a discussion of the ideas
of Ambikagiri Roy Chaudhury, Asamiya, for instance, were worried
about its own identity*. So were Bengalis and Oriyas. But they did
accept Indian nationalism and took active part in the struggle against
British imperialism. The reason behind this is not difficult to
understand. As Nihar Ranjan Ray says:

“When we speak of India as being one territorial unit, one should
not forget that this larger unit consists of a number of smaller
territorial units, each inhabited by human com-munities characterized
by cultural forms that are mutually inter-dependent but which are
functionally different from those of other human communities
inhabiting other territo-rial units. This means that each of these
smaller cultural units has a personality of its own.”

In the post independence period the path of development, which
began under British, perpetuated uneven development but at the
same time led to the emergence of new social forces in the smaller
territorial units referred to by Ray, like regional bourgeoisie, middle
Classes and educated elite. Since some non-indigenous communities
are already dominant in the areas, perceived by the small nationalities
as their own homeland, these new forces of the regions entered into
a situation of unequal competition with the dominant communities
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led by respective elites. The clites of the smaller nationalities began -
to mobilize their own communities under the banner of nationalis
The protagonists of Indian nationalism were able to advance their
cause by mobilizing the Indian masses against British imperi i
The newly emerging western educated clites were at the forefront
of that strugglé. In the same way the educated elites of the small
nationalities are launching a series of struggles against their perceived
enemies, the hegemonic state of India and its dominant culture led
by Hindi-Hindu Brahminical forces and at a different level theredll‘;_r
disadvantaged cultural communities or really small nationalities are
struggling against the dominant communities in the regions/states of
India. Even at the risk of elaborating the obvious Ineedto statt}th‘a‘t
since almost all small nationalities view the intolerant and expansionist
tendencies of Indian Nationalism of the Hindi-Hindu- prahmmcﬂ
variety as a threat to their cultural identity and also have genufnje'
grievances against the relatively advanced communities occupyfng‘
dominant position at a regional level, this battle is, therefore, being
fought at two different levels. But because of the urgency of'the
situation for theregional politics the battle at the regional level against,
local dominant forces becomes more important, and at times, the}
resistance against the expan-sionism of Indian nationalism tak.e.s a
back seat. The liberal democratic process initiated during the British-
rule and car-ried on after independence has of course createl.i a
fellow feeling among Indians, even if only politically. This feeling
embraces even those communities who have not been a part of the
traditional Indian culture in any sense. The political integration of
these culturally non-Indian communities has been taking place mmnly N
'.th_rough their newly emerging educated elites who while getting .
.integrated in the political process harp on the theme of separate
- cultural identities. It is interesting to note that it is their assertionof
separate cultural identity which very often enables them to acquire -
considerable po-litical power. But the compulsions of participating -
in the liberal democratic politics of the state of India make them
acqept the po-litical reality of this state. Since the mainstream .
politicians use the term nation to refer eyen to the state of India
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these groups also use the term nation though they actually mean the

state. Their attitude to the Hindi language is also intriguing. Because

of the compulsions of the market Hindi has become almost a lingua
franca even in these areas. But at the same time the elites of these

communities jealously promote the cause of their own languages. It

is interesting to note that even those groups who have demanded

secession at some point of time are gradually beginning to accept

the reality of the Indian state®. But such con-versions need not

necessarily imply that they have come under the fold of Indian

nationalism. As we have argued above many small na-tionalities do

distinguish between the state of India and Indian na-tionalism.

Attempts at integrating the various communities at the cultural level

under the banner of Indian nationalism will continue to be resisted

by the small nationalities. Thus, on the one hand, the emergence of
new social forces at the regional level generates conditions for

strengthening the nationalist politics of the smaller nationalities, on

the other, the expansionist trend of ‘Indian nationalism’and its attempt
at identi-fying the state of India as embodiment of this nationalism
give tremendous boost to the process of mobilization of the smaller
nationalities. Each linguistic community, with viable educated elites

is claiming the status of a nationality, primarily at the persuasions of-
such elites. More and more linguistic communi-ties of India are
staking their claims as nationalities under the leadership of respective
educated elite. This has created a very complex situation because
the so-called Indian mainstream has been taking a very intolerant
attitude towards these nationalities in India. However, what is
important for our purpose here is to realise that the aspirations of
the small nationalities and problems created by these aspirations
must be understood only in the context of the character of the social
forces that articulate these aspirations.

Prior to the British conquest in 1826 most of the areas covered
by the province of Assam, created by the British were politically
outside all the great empires that were established in the Indian sub-
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continent. However. culturally the Brahmaputra valley, where
Asamiya emerged as a distinct community under the six hun
years of Ahom rule had very close cultural links with the no
Indian Hindu tradition.

Various historians have tried to show Assam’s early con
with the Aryan India by pointing out the references in the Ramayana
and Mahabharata’. While it is possible to prove that there wass$
contact it is not possible to maintain that there was any sig-mﬁ@#{{
migration of Aryans to this region prior to 6th century A.D.Thereis
of course considerable historical evidence to show that in the
centuries of the Christian era a significant number ofAryans'
and settled in the region. Some of them travelled as far as Sadx)fa
eastern Assam and established settlements and brought vario
sections of the earlier inhabitants to their fold. As Barua says, ‘The
Aryan influence became so widespread, and penetrating that éven
minor Vedic customs and rituals became deep- rooted in Fhe lee_gf
the common people®. This Aryanisation led to a unification of the
innumerable tribal groups particularly in the Brahmaputra vtflley
primarily through the development of a lan-guage whichwasa M
descendant of Magadhi Apabhramsa®. The Ahoms came tf’ Assam
at a much later stage (13th Century). Though they got assimilated, to

the ex-tent that they not only adopted Asamiya as the court language
but from the beginning of the seventeenth century also began to wnte
their prose chronicles called Buranjis indsamiya'®. The emer-gence
of this new language seems to have given birth to a Ilngu{Shg
community in the Brahmaputra valley which embraced the various
communities which were living in this area. The Asamiya underwent .
a process of Aryanisation and in the process brought Assam culturally |
so close to the rest of India that by the 15th century Sankardeva took |
pride in the fact that he was born in the ‘Bharata Barsha’. L
However, these close cultural ties could not completely dilute
the effects of political and administrative independence of Assam.
On the eve of the British con-quest the economy of Assam, in
comparison to the rest of the country, was very backward. During
the six hundred years of Ahom rule the economy did not even reach
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a proper feudal stage. As Manorama Sharma says ‘“communal
ownership of land was. . . the basis of the entire of Ahom state, and
although in the sixteenth and seventeenth centuries with the further
development of the Ahom monarchy in Assam there were some
changes and modifications, the basic structure, which was primarily
tribal in nature, remained unchanged”'!. The same author argues
that even at the height of Ahom rule in Assam in the seventeenth
and the first half of eighteenth century the basic condi-tions remained
the same. At the political level a certain number of feudal
characteristics had developed, but these could not sustain themselves
because development of economic feudalism was very difficult under
the conditions which prevailed in Assam during Ahom rule'2, The
British rule too did not change the situation radi-cally. Sharma goes
points out that till 1900 no spectacular change had taken place in the
British province of Assam. There was a general stagnation in all
fields except in tea plantations.'* Amalendu Guha maintains that
during the period 1826 to 1873 the British capital penetrated the
economy of Assam and started building an infrastructure to sustain
the capi-talist set up. He points out that collaborating traders, bankers,
law-yers and clerks from other Indian provinces came as camp
follow-ers't. These immigrants benefited from the changes
introduced by the British and monopolized internal trade, government
jobs and profession.

British administration in Assam opened a flood gate of migration
from other parts of India'*. These immigrants came to dominate the
economic life of Assam in such a manner that the Asamiya
entrepreneurs found themselves in a very unenviable position. Guha
had pointed out that throughout the nineteenth cen-tury a small band
of enlightened Asamiya businessmen continued to break fresh
grounds for themselves but “paucity of capital” and “of opportunities
under the domination of British and the comprador Marwari capital
in different fields of business . . . ultimately killed this spirit™!é, The
policies followed by the British administration and the changes
introduced by them slowly led to the emergence of new indigenous
social forces which began to emerge as a middle class in the last
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decade of the nineteenth and carly twentieth century'”. Howeses
the all-pervasive dominance of the immigrant, a large section of
who were Bengalis, was so great, that in nine-teenth century Assam
social change was “more or less modelled on the immigrant Bengah
caste Hindu society of the time with all its virtues and vices™". The
new forces created by the necessi-ties of colonial rule in Assam®
crystallized into a class and by the last decade of nineteenth century
and early twentieth century it came to occupy an important position®s
The roots of this middle class can be traced to two important sections
of Asamiya society of the British period-the revenue officials like
Mauzadars and the religious institutions like the Satras®. The
Mauzadars who accumulated considerable amount of wealth sent
not only their own chil-dren to schools and colleges but also suppo
bright students from poor families to get higher education. In the
Satras too, a wealthy section was emerging who contributed tothe
growth of the Asamiya Middle class. They encouraged some of
their disciples who were in business and patronized literary and
cultural activities. At times they even helped in the spread of libera!
ideas?'. From these sec-tions initially an educated elite emerged
which slowly grew into a middle class, comprising mainly the
traditional and new petty bour-geoisie?>. The newly emerging
educated elite in the mid nineteenth century and the middle class
after that played crucial roles in the emergence of Asamd national
consciousness. People like Hemchandra Baruah, Gunabhiram
Baruah and Anandaram Baruah laid the foundation of modem
Assamese language and literature?. Others got involvedina crusade
against the imposition of Bengali language. From the year 1826,
when the British took over the administration of Assam for fory
years Assam was placed under the Bengal presidency. Following
the inclusion of Assam in the presi-dency for purposes of economy
and convenience Bengali was en-forced as the official languag®
and ‘r‘nedium of’instruction in Assam?*. Amalendu Guha aptly says
::‘; cgjznzist;é;;d lost its rightful place to Bengali in local schools
Jotar Tan s, © ;);11 ;he false ground that it was a dialect of 'fhe
. members of the newly gducated Asamiya
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played a very important role in mobilizing opinion in favour of
restoration of “Assamese” language. It is of course true that they
received considerable support from some missionaries. But the battle
was fought mainly by the English educated Asamiya®. While a large
majority of Asamiya nationalists and their cultural and political
organizations blame the Bengalis for this imposition and point to the
latter’s cultural expansionism in consid-ering Asamiya as a dialect
of Bengali many authors with leftist ideological dispositions attribute
this to the divide and rule policy of the British. While discussing the
Middle class and language politics in Assam’Sandhya Baruah and
J.B. Bhattacharjee say:

«...Imperialist policy in Assam was to suppress the local
language and set up artificial boundaries for the sake of a cheap
and simplified administration. This policy affected the local middle
class and by promoting difference be-tween them and the immigrants
served as an instrument that would help divide and rule”.?

M. Kar while discussing Assam’s language question puts the
blame for imposition of Bengali in Assam on the British and cites
Henry Cotton’s statement, “Every educated Assamese is bound to
know Bengali just as every Welshman is bound to know English . .

All efforts to boost up Assamese as a separate language
...doomed to failure”.?

Even a historian of Amalendu Guha’s eminence seems to
have lent credence to this theory while refuting the Asom Sahitya
Sabha’s charge that it was on the advice of the Bengali speaking
people that Bengali was introduced in the courts and schools of
Assam to replace “Assamese”.?*. Guha gives a long list of Bengalis
who supported the “Assamese” cause and the others who fought
Bengali chauvinism. That appears to be quite revealing because if
some Bengalis had to support the “Assamese” cause and some
others had to fight Bengali chauvinism in the con-text of “Assamese-
Bengali” rivalry then there must have been a strong anti-
» Assamese” chauvinistic lobby operating among the Bengalis. But
the otherwise incisive mind of Guha blissfully ignores this aspect
and harps on the divide and rule. In ‘Planter Raj to Swaraj’ Guha, in
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fact, bc?comes so enamoured by this theory that he describes Cht
Comlssioner Fuller’s efforts in early twentieth century in protécting
' Fhe interest of “Assamese” (meaning the Asamiya) in Govemnmet
J°b§ and getting the Asamiya language recognized by the Calcul
University as a “manner which bare the bitter fruits in the con®
of the divide and rule policy”. In yet another piece Gubha explains
Fhe introduction of Bengali as the official language’ in British Assam
in the following words, “In British official view their (Assamese)
language was a mere dialect of Bengali consequently in suppresst
of Assamese Bengali alone was recognized since 1837 as th
Vernacular of the Assamese people for use in schools and courts.
It is clear that this approach seems to ignore or under play the
role played by the elite of the Bengali society of British Assgmand
their patrons in Bengal and this and related issues which~19 fact
gave rise to chauvinistic tendencies and anti-Bengali sentiment
amongst the Asamiya . On the controversy OVer the indfpendmt
status of Asamiya language the early British opinion ml.ght.h{l
been influenced to a great extent by the dominant Bengali opi!
of the time which held that Asamiya and Oriya Were dialects of
Bengali. An influential section of Bengalis both in Assam aqd Bengal
not only believed that those two languages were Bengali dlalects?
but forcefully argued this. That this opinion was wide
the Bengalis in that period becomes obvious from the fact
after restoration of Asamiya in 1873 the Bengali press in Calocutta‘;
carried a series of articles arguing that Asamiya was a mere dla!ect;
of Bengali. It is interesting to note that even in 1898 in an artlc!ef
written allegedly by no less a person than Rabindranath Tagore m
Bharati it was argued that Asamiya and Oriya were two dialects. of
Bengali and that it was only the divide and rule policy of the British
which was responsible for creating the painful separation between ¢ f
Bengali and these dialects of Assam and Orissa’2. Leading Bengali
residents of Assam also contributed their mite to it leading to growth -,
and strengthening anti-Bengali sentiments in Assam. As Tilottama
Misra shows Jogesh Chandra Rai a Bengali Professor of
CottonCollege, Gauhati, wrote a series of articles in Mrinmayee
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and Prabasi reiterating the ‘dialect of Bengali’ thesis. Misra
documents how Prabasi continued to publish a series of articles,

letters and reports which had a definite anti-”Assamese” tinge®. . .

L.N. Bezbaruah meritions that in one such article the “Assamese”
peOpIe were referred to as the non-Bengali inhabitants of Assam
implying that Assam was a homeland of Bengalis and the
“Assamese” were just another community inhabiting this Bengali
homeland.

The anti-Bengali feelings generated by the activities of this
section of the Bengali elite became so strong in course of time
that, Bolinarayan Borah, himself a great admirer of Beéngali culture,
had to admonish the Bengali residents of Assam. After severely
criticising his compatriots for nurturing anti-Bengali feelings®.

On the language controversy the role ‘of the Bengali elite in
Assam was such and the controversy generated by this issue
cre-ated so much of bad blood that Acharya Prafulla Chandra
Roy, an ex-president of the Bengal literacy conference while
presiding over the Tezpur session of the Assam Chatra Sanmilan
in 1919 had to say: _

“. .. There has_.been a controversy for long about the
independence and the identity of the Assamese language. This is
extremely foolish. This is due, I hold, to the provin-cial patriotism
and national conceit of the Bengalees living in Assam.™

It is therefore, erroneous to conclude that the original sin of
introducing Bengali as the official language of Assam during the
early British period and the then official opinion that Asamiya was a
dialect of Bengali were results merely of the British policy of divide .
and rule. The tensions generated by that policy created conditions
for strengthening of anti-Bengali chauvinistic forces in Assam. These
forces gained more and more strength in Assam because a section
of the Bengali elite in Assam looked upon the educated backwardness
of, Assam as a source of privileges, especially in matters of jobs.
K K. Chanda, vice-chairman of Silchar Municipal Corporation while
speaking of the effects of transfer of Cachar to Assam in 1874 said
inter alia, “But in spite of . . . serious drawbacks, we have become
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content with our present situation, owing to the spe-cial
compensating advantages we enjoy in the matter of educa-
and public services and some other matters probably as co X
to what we might have possibly enjoyed had we continued tot
Bengal .

There indeed were leading Bengali citizens of Assam in
British period who understood that a gradual process of assimilati
might ulti-mately benefit the Ben galis themselves. The rolesp
by such citizens were appreciated by organisations, of the 4s
middle class, like the Assam Sahitya Sabha®’. However, such s
voices were few and far between and as a result Assame:
chauvinists found it easy to blame the Bengalis for creati

communal tensions. -y
As the economic hegemony of the immigrants began to tell upea

immigrants. Large scale immigration coupled with the in-corpord
of Sylhet a populous Bengali speaking district into .Assam in 1
threatened to reduce the Asamiya speaking people into a mi
in their own homeland.

It is clear from these apprehension was the continu
immi-gration from neighbouring Bengal. A part of the logic b
this apprehension is indicated by Guha when he points out that
the early British period the Bengalis dominated the professionsl’
Assam®, Having acquired English education important sect'ilons’_@
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the Asamiya were also interested in those jobs at that period. But
the Bengalis were already occupying important positions and
therefore were in advantageous position. This might have created a
sense of relative deprivation among the educated sections of the
Asamiya. They formed organizations to protect their own interest.
For instance, the Jorhat Sarbjonik Sobha expressed its
dissatisfac-tion over the fact that while there had been remarkable
progress of higher education in Assam since 1874 the avenue of
employ-ment continued to be closed for the “Assamese”. The Sabha
was concerned that services of many out of thirty-two graduates of
Assam in 1892, were ot utilised. However, we must not conclude
that the awakening we notice in the nineteenth century Assam was
merely an expression of the desire of the educated Asamiya for
getting a share of the loaves. They definitely were concerned at the
condition of their own community. Asamiya middle class as a class
did not take cudgels against British imperialism but they tried to
articulate the grievances of the various sections of their community.
Jorhat Sarbjonik Sobha for instance, was established “for the
purpose of representing the wishes and aspirations of the people to
the govern-ment, explaining to the people the objects and policy of
the goveth-inent, and generally ameliorating the condition of the
people™!. ' ’ -
" Towards the end of nineteenth century when the peasants
resisted the enhancement of revenue rates their organisations called
'Raijmels were the most important participating units. However, after
1894 middle class organizations like Ryot Sabhas began to articulate
such griev-ances of the lowest stratum of the society through
peti-tions and other liberal democratic methods*2. By the end of the
nineteenth century this ¢lass began to wield considerable power
and influence in the Asamiya society. It was during this period that
the Asamiya national consciousness began to take shape. This
consciousness acquired an anti-Bengali dimension because
numeri-cally Bengalis were the strongest among the immigrants.
The fears of the Asamiya middle class became worse when-they
saw that a section of the Bengali elite both in Assam and Bengal
were playifig a role prejudicial to the interest of the Assamese®.
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For instance, the Amrit Bazar Patrika reported on November 20, -
1935, that the Bengali residents of Assam assembled in abigmeeting
and resolved: '

“The brains of the 5.5 lakhs of Bengali speaking
Hindus, the wealth of 20,000 Marwaris, the great
labour force (6,00,000 ex-tea garden coolies), of
Biharis, the agricul-tural instinct of 5.5 lakhs Bhatia
immigrants, the martial spirit of 3000 Sikhs, 2,40,000
Nepalis and other settlers, if united together, these

settlers would surely rule this coun-try. The
Assamese leaders must live here on the terms of
the Bengali settlers who have already flooded the

pro-vince.” . L

Such actions on the part of the Bengali residents 1n Assam

convinced the Asomiya and other communities that they must resist

the expansionism. It was, therefore, natural for the most articulate
class, to view

section of the Assamese society, the Asamiya middle.  to Vi
the Bengali as the greatest threat to the Asamiya natlona.l identity.
The failure to compete with ‘the immigrants, who CHJOYFd th?
patronage of the rulers, and the apprehension of losing their own
national identity led the Asamiya middle class to articulate the
Asamiya national aspirations in aggressive terms. In .thg early stage
of its emergence of the late nineteenth and early twenticth century,
representatives of this class kept on trying to arouse the national -
consciousness of the Asamiya people. Lakshminath 'Bezboroa, ..
Kamala-Kanta Bhattacharya and a number of other wn{ers urged .
the Asamiya to cultivate national spirit. The emphasis on the
necessity of being aware of the national identity turned Ambikagiri
Roy Chaudhury into a crusader. His appeals to the Asamiya pe(_)ple ,
were so fervent and at times so aggressive that some historians -
have even branded him as a chauvinist*. i
But during the British period, despite the aggressive posturesof
a section, of the Asamiya middle class, 4samiya nationalism could .
not emerge as a powerful force. Two important factors were
re-sponsible for this failure. First, the Asamiya middle class in thew
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late nineteenth and early twentieth century was too weak
economi-cally, numerically and therefore, culturally** to effectively
nurse the spirit of Asamiya nationalism. Secondly, at a time when
India’s struggle for freedom, under the leadership of Indian national
con-gress, was becoming the most important political force the
national aspirations of the smaller communities like the Asamiya
were naturally taking a back seat.

In the post-independence period, with the maturing of the middle
class Asamiya nationalism started gaining ground. During this period
the middle class demonstrated its strength in a series of popular
movements launched over issues like recognition of Assamese as
the official language and its introduction as the medium of instruction
at the college level, establishment of refineries to refine the crude
oil produced in Assam. In each one of these movements while
articulating the specific demands the issues connected with Asamiya
nationality and its protection were raised again and again. All
economic and cultural demands were articu-lated, in the context of
the grievances of a small neglected nationality. This phenomenon is
very often been referred to as regionalism or sub nationalism*.The
growth of such so called regional nationalism among the smaller
nationalities had become an all India phenomenon. Amalendu Guha
argues that, there are two different kinds of nationalisms in
contem-porary India the great nationalism grounded in a feeling of
all India unity; and the little nationalism based on that of regional
linguistic unity. The former essentially suited to the interest of Indian
big bourgeoisie and the latter largely related to the small bourgeoisie
- the regional middle classes™*. It, of course, is debat-able whether
we can call regional middle classes small bourgeoisie but there is no
doubt that it is these social forces which patronized the nationalist
aspirations of the small nationalities. The uneven development
generated by the capitalist path of development has converted
certain backward regions of India into internal colonies. ’

Assam is a glaring example of the process of internal colonization.
Raw materials of this state have been continuously taken out to
other regions of the country for developing industries in those areas*.
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It is interesting to note that, in the post-independence India, for each
decision contributing to the industrialization and gen-eral economii
development of the Stale, the people of Assam had to resort.
mass movements. As Tilottama Misra has shown in the artic}
mentioned above even the Assam Movement’ of the later 197,
and early 1980s was generated to a great extent by the grie

We have shown above that during the _
opportunities in Assam were more or less monopolized by ¢
immigrants.

Of the 61 % officers w; 4
general qualifications, 36% had master’s degrees; 35% were'
.graduates; 21 % were intermediate or P.U.C. passed and 8% were:
- matriculates’2, While hundreds of per-sons with general educationg}
qualifications were being appointed in lucrative jobs from Outsjde’
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the state, the live register of employ-ment exchanges of Assam
showed in 1973 a total of 30,391educated job seekers®.

Another area of conflict centers round the question of land. As
a result of unchecked immigration of landless peasants from
neighbouring areas the pressure on land in Assam has in-creased in
an unprecedented rate. According to Rural Labour enquiry 1 974-
75, the agricultural labour households in Assam were estimated at
282 thousands or 59.2% of the total rural’ households. Thus during
that decade there had been an in-crease of about 189 thousand
agricultural labour households in Assam displaying 203 per cent rise
over 1964-65, as against 36 per cent rise during the corresponding
period, for India as a whole. This pressure has become so high, that
in certain areas indigenous peasants had to surrender their own
villages to the immigrants*. v ‘

Guha points out that the immigrants’ in Assam can be divided
into four groups (1) Tea-garden labourers, (2) migrants from East
Bengal prior to independence, (3) Hindus who came as a result of
migration, and (4) the Nepalis who came in search of livelihood. He
further points out that the Nepalis and the tea-garden labourers did
not compete with the indigenous people for jobs and therefore there
was no political controversy over these immigrants. The case of the
Bengali immigrant was however, dif-ferent, Guha says, “ . . .
immigrant Bengali Hindus as well as Muslims competed with the.
dominant Assamese linguistic group for land, jobs and local power.
This led to conflict and tension”5; While one can see truth in what
Guha says about the Bengali immigrants it is difficult to accept his
assertion that migration of the tea garden labourers and Nepalis did
not generate tension merely because they did not compete with the
Assamese for jobs. The Nepalis slowly got assimilated with the
Assamese. So did the tea-garden labourers. So much so that a new
dialect often called Bagania emerged among them.. The conflicts
that exist between the indigenous Asamiya population and the
immigrant Bengalis, in Assam are generated mainly because of the
aspirations of dominance among the latter. '

Today, there are many townships and villages in Assam which
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are inhabited predominantly by Bengali speaking immigrants. Deriving
strength from their numerical and cultural vi-ability these immi
also competed for a dominant role in thc Assamese society. Un
these circumstances, the Asamiya middle class began to consi
these immigrants a threat to their national identity, specially because
they had before them the example of Tripura, where the B
who were once an insignificant minor-ity came to constitute 0
70% of the state’s population®. Such apprehensions have made‘
Asamiya middle class sensitive that they have been rep"‘.‘?‘fd.]-y

What is important1s that
growth of the rate of the Bengali-speaking population has 1n recen
times been higher than that of the Asamiya. While the Bengali
speaking population increased at a rate of 20.04% during the dect}de
1951-60 in the next decade this rate was 41 %. The corresponding /
figures of the Assamese-speaking people were 36.47 a‘-nd’l'[’
31.26%°.Thus during the period while the growth rate of the Bengali-
- speaking population has doubled, in the case of the Assamese ithas
fallenl more than 5%. Moreover, during the 7th decade of th
twentléth century the growth rate of the Bengali-speaking population
- -was more than 9% higher than the Asamiya speaking population. It
_is, therefore, clear that the fear of the dsamiya that they mightbe '
reduced to a minority in their own homeland was not merely a fear
. bsychosis based on unreal assumptions. As the recent indicatoprs” |
shqw the threat is indeed real. There is no wonder that such a threat
would gen-erate strong ill-feeling towards its source.

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In this connection, it must be noted that such ill-feelings are not
harboured by the aver-age Asamiya against all outsiders. Most of
the trade and com-merce in Assam are controlled by the business
houses of Marwaris and Sindhis. Despite their money power they
are numerically and even culturally weak and, therefore, the Asamiya
nationalists do not consider them a threat to their own language and
culture. It can of course be argued that since even the most advanced
section of the Asamiya, the educated middle class does not compete
with these immigrants because it (the 4samiya- middle class) has
not as yet been able to enter the world of business in a big way..
Asamiya capitalists are very few in num-ber and they have not as
yet emerged as a major class and therefore there is no possibilities
of their interest acquir-ing a degree of universality in the Asamiya
society. On the other hand, the Asamiya middle class occupies a
dominant position in the Asamiya society and also in the Broader
Assamese society. Therefore their perception and articulation of
the Asamiya interest comes to prevail on the entire society. It is-
precisely be-cause of this that the social, political and economic
opponents of the Asamiya middle class have come to be viewed as
the oppo-nents of Asamiya nationalism. The class interest of the
Asamiya middle class by and large determines the character of the
Asamiya nationalism. ~

In a largely rural society no mass movement is possible thhout :
the support of the peasantry. But on issues like the official language,
establishment of refineriés and immigration of foreign nationals,
Assam has seen unprecedented mass mobilization. This has been
possible only because the Asamiya middle class could mobilize the
peasantry. Howeyver, its most positive aspect today is its fight against
the near colonial exploitation of Assam. But an end could be brought
to such exploitation only if the capitalist, path of development, which -
results in uneven development, is abandoned. This would necessi-tate
a complete restructunng .of the Indian society. This is a task which
may prove to be impossible for the Asamiya middle class.

The problems generated by the unequal development have other '
implications also. We have argued above that the emergence of an
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educated elite which developed into a middle class has strehgth-cned
Asamiya nationalism, an anti-Bengah dimension because the Bengal
population in Assam led by .its own middle class poses a threat &
the cultural, economic and political security of the Asamiya. Bet
Assam has at large number of tribal and semi-tribal communities. &
is true that many of these communities had for long time beenapart
of Asamiya culture. With the emecr-gence of educated elites =
their respective communities some of these communities &
becoming aware of their own cultural and ethnic identities which=
turn have generated fresh tensions in Assam at another level. Just
as in late nineteenth century Assam antagonisms de-veloped betwesa
the more advanced Bengali middle class and the nascent,.and
therefore, less advanced Asamiyva middle class, simi-larly, tensions
are now developing between the more advanced Asamiya middle
class and the other nascent middle classes of Assam. As‘

nationalism led by the most advanced class the A.s'amzya.natwﬂﬂhsm
has spread its ideas, values and culture in this region ina e
that the other small nationalities began to feel the, pressure of the

Asamiya nationality. Asamiya middle class organisationsllikc tht
have been taking 8 big

Assam Sahitya Sabha, from its inception,
brotherly attitude towards the tribal communities®. The educ'atcd.
and therefore the most advanced sec-tions of the Asamiy.a n-uddle
class is so insensitive to the aspirations of the smaller nationalities
that at times they even ignore their existence as distinct cultural,
entities. It is interesting to note that the Report on Educational survey
in Assam 1957.described the linguis-tic scenario ina manner thch
refused to take cognizance of the smaller ethnic communities like
the Bodos, Karbis and Mikirs of the Brahmaputra valley. It said:
“The main language in the plains districts except in
Cachar, is Assamese. Interspersed there ar¢ also
people who speak Bengali, Hindi and Nepali although
their percentage is small. In Cachar, Bengali is the
rr}other tongue of the people. The different hills
fhstricts have different languages of theirown. .. It
is also found that ,.in one single hill district there
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may be more than one language, different tribes of
the said district having different languages, as for
example Lakher is spoken by the Lakher people of
the Mizo Hills where Lushai is the main language”®.

The insensitivity of the Asamiya middle class, during the late
nineteenth and early twentieth century, towards the ethnic minorities
had generated some re-sentment which led to formation of
organizations like the tribal league. However, the elites of these
communities were not in. a-position to seriously challenge the
Asamiya. Till independence the Asagmiya led by its middle class
did not show much interest in the cultures of these communities but
from about the time of indepen-dence, when educatéd elites began
to emerge from amongst some of these ethnic communities, it began
to show signs of awareness of their distinct existence and its initial
response was to preach assimi-lation. Such cultural expansionism
should have been resisted but the nascent educated elites of the
smaller commu-nities, though occasionally voicing weak protests
were being gradu-ally absorbed in the Assamese middle class.
Leaders and intellectu-als of even comparatively advanced Bodo
like Rupnath Brahma and Sitanath Brahma Chaudhury were proud
in the company of their Asamiya counterparts. The sce-nario,
however, began to change from the 1950s onwards. With the
formation of the Bodo Sahitya Sabha, the Bodo educated elite
were the first to acquire the necessary strength to resist the Asamiya
Middle class expansionism®'. The movement for Bodo script and
language indicated that the Bodo educated elite had arrived. The
ethno-consolidating role of the Bodo language increased which
inevitably led to the emer-gence of a nationality consciousness.
Political aspirations and organizations followed. There were important
economic reasons for the Bodo educated elite for playing a crucial
role in this. As in the case of the Assamese middle class the Bodo
elite too in its present stage do not have the resources to compete
with the big business, and therefore, they had to compete with the
Asamiya middle class only. A similar pattern is emerging among the
Karbis and the Mishings also. With the formation of the Mishing
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Kebang the Mishing language 1s also acquiring an ethno-consolidating
role. This will inevitably lead to nationality consciousness and related
politi-cal aspirations.

It is important to understand that these elites realise that thesr
interests can be pursued, in the face of the dominant position of the
Asamiya middle class, only if the lower strata of their respective
communities are mobilised. In their attempt at such mobilization they
find that the cultural and ethnic issues are intricately woven with
the economic issues. The nationality question thus, ac-qulresvay
great importance for them. The nationality aspirations of the
communities like the Bodos have obviously come into gonﬂlct “ftﬁl
the nationality aspirations of the Asamiya. The most dominant section
of the Asamiya has always considered these communities ant_i their
culture as a part of the composite Asamiva culture. But deSP“":t_he
contributions they made to the Asamiva culture these-cc-m‘}mun.lt_les
also maintained their cultural, and particularly their linguistic identities.

It is only natural that the emergence of edu-cated elites in these
d should lead to

communities should sharpen their COnsciousness an. .

the emergence of nationality aspirations. It is not within the powers
of the Asamiya middle class to create conditions for allompgthe
smaller nationalities to be equal part-ners in the State of India; but

they can definitely take a more tolerant view of these struggles. If
t some concessions

the situation is to be eased they must at least gran :
to these nationalities and must not do anything to hamper thelr‘ growth.
It is true that history has shown that despite the concc;sswns the
Asamiya middle class had wrested from the comparatively more
advanced Bengali middle class in 19th century Assam, the problems
of the Asamiya were not solved. A section of this class did get
certain benefits no doubt, but the problems remained. Itis, therefore,
quite possible to argue that the concessions demanded by the
emerging middle classes of the Bodos, Karbis or Mishings will not
solve the problems of the Bodo, Karbi or Mishings masses. Though
there is some truth in this argu-ment yet it cannot be expected to be
considered sympathetically by the elites of these communities
because they would interpret it as an attempt at clouding the issues
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raised by them. There is also a possibility of this argument being
used by the chauvinist sections of the 4samiya middle class to deny
these smaller communities a better deal. A lasting solution to the
problems of all these communities can be found only outside the
path of development chosen by the state of India but that would
require an united ﬁght‘by all the smaller communities of India. Such
a unity can be achieved only if the elites of the smaller communities
are treated as, equals by the relatively advanced Asamiya middle
class. These communities can fight unitedly against the-process of
inequality inherent in the capitalist path of development only if there -
1s no serious con-flict among them. But in contemporary Assam the
elites and middle classes of most communities are competing among
them-selves for a share of the resources and opportunities. The
elites of the relatively more advanced communities invariably try to
dominate the comparatively less advanced communities. The attitude
of the leaders of the Bodoland movement towards the Koch
Rajbangshis and the re-sponse of the latter explain this rather vividly.
While the Bodos claim that the Koch Rajbangshis’ are a part of the
Bodo people the Rajbangshis vehemently oppose this®2. A similar
situation exists in Karbi-Anglong where the Dimasa is apprehensive
of the ‘expansionist’ designs of Karbis but these apprehensions have
not yet been constantly articulated by the educated elites of the
Dimasa because they are involved in a struggle against the-hegemony
of the Asamiya middle class of the Brahmaputra valley too. In that
struggle they require the support of the Karbi. But in any political.
discussion the educated Dimasa never fail to mention their separate
cultural identity. The situation is so complex that it is not possible to
devise any solution. It appears that each ethnic community with any
distinct language or, dialect will eventually claim a nationality status
which in turn will generate political demands. The Asamiya middle
class will have to face this reality and must accommodate the new
social forces. The attempts at Hindi expansionism gains some ground
with the rise of Hindutva politics and a section of the Asomiya is
being drawn in to it. Howe"\}ér, a major section of the Asamiya is
beginning to resist that. In this resistence the Asamiya will need the . ;
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support of the elites of the other small nationalities of the state
the Asamiya middle class remain intol-erant the tensions will
only continue but such tensions in the long run will seriouslydi
the social and politi-cal development in the area. Events
contemporary Assam sug-gest that the a formidable section of
Asamiya middle class is beginning to realize this. There seems
conscious efforts at healing the wounds created by the intolerance
it had shown. The United Liberation Front of Assam has been taki
a more tolerant view of the aspirations of the smaller communiti
The chauvinist sections of the Asamiya have not completely ¢
up. There are occasions in which their expansionist ideas incl. ;
the belief that all small communities should eventually merge it
Asamiya identity weigh heavily in the Asamiya civil society but go
sense seems to prevail. There seems to be a positive response
from at least a section of the elites of the smaller communities al
The repressive measures taken by the Government of India mits
bid to fight the influence of ULFA and other extremist groups
the neglect shown by the state of India to major problems'of :
region seemed to have given a chance to the reasonable sections
Assam to create a climate of communal harmony. Karbi leﬁ
Jayanta Rongpi had formed a new group called Sangrami Blrodhl
Morcha, which tried to mobilize people, cutting across lingut
communities, to protest against the repressive measures and
Army atrocities. Activities of such organizations embrace people“
all communities in Assam.** There are similar efforts on the part of
some leaders of the smaller nationalities. In recent times

movements against big river dams and the resistance against’
Citizenship amendment bill of the BJP government have united
people. Organizations like All Assam Students Association, Krishak

Mukti Sangram Samiti, are beginning to show a spirit of tolerance °

and are trying to voice the concern of some of the smaller
nationalities®. It is important to note that all movements in Assam’
that received popular support across the indigenous communities of
the state were ones where the 4Asamiya has been able to ‘raige.

_1SSUCS which in some ways reflected common interests. Those
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movements at times managed to push the intercommunity competition
for control over resources and opportunities to the back seat by
focusing on the exploitation of Assam as an internal colony. If
Asamiya middle class can convince the leaders of the other
communities that only by bringing an end to the colonial exploitation
of Assam the lot of communities living in the state can be improved
the inter-community conflicts might give way to a common struggle
for liberating Assam from internal colonial exploitation, leading to
an equal partnership in the state of India. Otherwise inter-community
conflicts will engulf the state.

But for his effort, Bengali language, which was 63
official imperial language of our state during those colonial d8y$~
would have continued for long, God knows only how long.
N Literary contribution of Anandaram Dhekial Phookan ©
ssamese language were remarkable. He was involved in various
publications especially the Assamese vernacular magazine -
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ORUNODOI. Even to this date, he is adored by every Assamese
citizen of our country. I am fortunate, and proud to be part of this
program of your college in his hallowed memory. You must be
aware that Nagaon area was the center of literary activities
during the reign of King Mahamanikya. His able court poet
Madhav Kandali was regarded as one of the greatest poets during
the pre-Vaishnavite period. He translated the Ramayana to
Assamese. Of course the greatest of all was Srimanta
Sankaradeva (1449—1568) who was born and brought up in this
Nagaon district. He was not only a writer, a Vaishnavite saint,
composer, musician, dramatist, but an artist, dancer and
choreographer and instrumentalist too. He was a versatile person
whose endowment very few individuals could match. He was one
of the greatest reformers of our state. His influence went far
beyond our Assam border.

Globally, mankind speak a total of 5000 (five thousand)
languages. In India, we have 1600 (sixteen hundred) languages and
dialects. This is also a fact that every year one dialect or language
disappears from this world due to its disuse and neglect. I was told
that there is one particular tribe by the name SERMAI in our
Tripura state with only 16 members. It is understood that their
dialect or culture is slowly disappearing due to drastic reduction of

their usage. Once a community or class of people starts reducmg

the use of their language or dialect, it is bound to disappear. If this
trend continues for a few years, this particular dialect will
disappear from the world. Similar fate awaits the great
Andamanese tribe whose population has reduced from 241 plus in
1941 census, now to around (approx) 120 plus. These are a few
examples which would enable you to understand the importance
of language and culture in building a nation or state.

I must share with you a small secret which was told to me
by one senior officer of Overseas Development Department of
United Kingdom in London in1989, which I tend to believe — “If
you Want to destroy a nation, destroy its culture and language”.
Once culture and language is destroyed, the people loses its identity
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and affinity. It’s the language and culture. which binds the people,
or community. Take for example the formation of Indian states
immediately after independence. The Indian states were
constituted solely on the basis of language. I still vividly remember
the language movement of Assam during early 1960s. I am
mentioning this fact to you all to impress upon you to realize the
stellar role played by grecat Nationalist leaders like Anandaram
Dhekial Phookan, Gopinath Bordoloi. Hem Chandra Barua (1835
96), and others in protccting our Janguage and culture. Y.ou may
not be aware about a few facts of Indian partition partltfulal'b’
relating to Assam. Assam narrowly missed the merger with the
then East Pakistan but for the singular and effectivg bold stand
taken by our great leader Gopinath Bordoloi along fm‘th Mahatm3
Gandhi who fought tooth and nail against such smls.termel'ga
plans. It was a diabolical game played against the mtgrest.of
proud Assamese nation. Even to this date, the same situation
lurks which is being repeatedly reiterated by the All Asssm

Students’ Union (AASU). Al
The vigorous anti foreigners movement spear}'gead?d by d
Assam Student Union (AASU) during 1980s (elghtlgs), ans
subsequent Assam Accord of 1985 clearly substantiate this
situation. Luckily for all of you, most of you might not have beed
born then. Fortunately I had joined the service ﬂ?UCh beforetl:;
movement. However, it is regrettable, that, despite the lapse
thirty (30) years most of the serious issues are’)’et to be
resolved for the benefit of the Assamese people. This warrants
a serious thought and Introspection on the part of the cu@
dispensation who were part of the then student leadership I
eighties (1980). Had this accord been implemented in true spint,
most of the recurring problems of insurgency in our state could
have been avoided. Hope, this scene will improve with the close
cooperation of all, for the peace and development of Assam and
entire North East. Presently, the entire North Eastern states
require peace and stability to forge forward .towards
development. In the absence of peace and stability, none will
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come forward to invest in Assam or North East. Investor will
always look for profit and safety for their capital. No businessmen
will venture in a place where his capital or profit is not secure.
Therefore for any development, peace and stability is of paramount
importance. If we look around us, most of the industrial or
economic development are taking place in Southern and North-
Western part of India, while this is the least in the North East. This
could be easily attributed to adverse publicity and disturbed
conditions in parts of Assam and North East.

As an youth, your immediate concern should be on the
development of the state, your future are closely linked with the
development of the state. Social, economic and physical
infrastructure of state must improve to facilitate you to undertake
economic or business activities. Social and civic infrastructure will
decide the setting up of industrial park, commercial activities
including the possibilities of positioning service sector Enterprises.
Assam is the gateway to South East Asia. It is the bridge to
connect mainland India with rest of the South East Asia. The idea
of Look —East policy or the recently coined — Act East Policy
definitely calls for very aggressive action on the part of the state
govt. Huge investment on infrastructure projects are required to
provide enough stimuli to boost investment and growth in the state.
Unless this is provided, none will be in a position to provide gainful
employment to its growing number of unemployed youth. This is
the reason, why one notices migration of Assamese youth to
distant places like Kerala, Mumbai, Gujarat and Delhi to get low
paid jobs in those states. If reports of Press (Indian Express 15t
August/16) is to be believed, daily between 450-550 migrant
workers from Assam are migrating to Kerala alone in search of
work. Unfortunately most of them are unskilled 10th class
dropout. If the state govt. are proactive with various rural
development program, particularly in agro-based and livestock
breeding activities, most of these unskilled migrant workers could be
absorbed within the boundaries of the state. Activities like - Tourism,
Handicraft, Fishery, Dairy, Animal Husbandry, Silk Worm rearing and
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Horticultural activitics will provide gamntul employment to unskilled
or non technical youths. Encrgetic youths could also undertake suzh
activities as their profession ull better opportunities are available
More than that. if state govt. sponsors tramning program in varicis
skill development, hke Tractor Drnving. Combined Harvesters
operation techniques or Motor vehicle dniving or any other technics}
skills, they will get or command better wages not only within the
state but also outside the state. I will mention my personsl
experience in power sector, both in Andhra Pradesh Electricity
Board in (1992-95) and Power Sccretary. Gowt. of India (2009-10%
we had always had problem of expediting the completion of cod
based thermal power stations due to the absence or lack of adequate
and very competent welders. This was the same problem which hss
posed similar problem in commissioning our Bongaigaon 750 MW
Thermal Power station in 2012-13. If we had locally competent
welders, we could have expedited the completion of this important
project benefiting Assam. These are the skills which are required in

every part of the country. I can narrate the requirement °fg°,°d
can earn substantial

motor vehicle drivers in the metro cities. They
amount every month if they are well trained and reliable. In Assam,
there is good demand of good transport / tourist taxi service operatars
during tourist season. Govt. of Assam should provide propet
infrastructure like proper road and other civic amenities like home
stay or hotels in those tourist sites. The scop¢ of public private mods
(PPP) could be explored as it is being done in other states or Govt
of India. A little imaginative push towards such facilities will providz
a huge gainfull employment in Assam. These are 2 few example
which I thought would be able to open an window of opportunities
to the unemployed youths of the state.
| Having mentioned about the role of the state, I cannot ignore
the public polity. This means the role of politicians in running the
state. Since all of you are above 18 (eighteen) years, and eligible
voters in the state or parliamentary elections. This definitely places
an onerous responsibility / burden on all of you. One cannot be an
arm— chair critic. It imposes on you certain moral obligation to
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exercise your right to cast your vote. There is the no point in
observing and commenting that our political parties or candidates
are not up to the mark / or corrupt. One should participate and
vote for person who is the best amongst the lot.

I must remind you that, India is the largest democracy in the
world with 88 crore voters. There are registered 2000 political
parties in our country. Out of these, around 300 to 500 national and
regional political parties contest elections in their respective states.
Rest do not contest elections. They are registered only to gain
income tax exemptions. They are only registered parties with
Election Commission of India, which does not have the power to
de - register them in the event of their non participation in any
elections. This is an abberration which the Election Commission is
trying to resolve. These 88 crore voters elect Members of
Legislative Assemblies and Members of Parliament every Five (5)
years, except in the case of the state of Jammu and Kashmir
where the assembly term is for 6(six) years, while the
parliamentary term is common with rest of India.

It is an accepted fact that many Asian countries including
India have been experiencing very rapid commercialization of
politics. The money power and muscle power are quite endemic
in our political life. It means the high cost of electioneering and
campaigning. Contest in elections has become prohibitively costly.
I was told in South India especially in the states of AP, TN,
Karnataka, and Maharashtra, it costs Rs. 8 to 10 crores per
assembly constituency election. If such is the cost of each
assembly constituency election, one can easily surmise the likely
cost of parliamentary constituency, which covers 6 to 7 assembly
segments. Thus the present electoral practices in India, does not
allow weak financial candidates to contest or allow him to win any
election in India. This puts a tremendous burden on the candidate
with low budget. He finds it extremely difficult with a limited
resources to compete, since parties only provide limited funds
which is ultimately accountable. As a consequence, in order to
rais€ adequate funds for campaigning one approaches the private
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companies / corporations for donation. In most instances they will
be rich individuals or industrialists with huge money bags who play
a very important role in financing political parties or individual
candidates. Once such compromises are made, then such
candidates or parties will only work for such organisation ar
businessman. This is one of the reasons why globally there is a
huge effort to contain this unrestricted flow of money during
election. This is an accepted fact that political parties all across the
globe decides the political manifestoes / policies of the party-T?w
decide the method to be adopted for election campaign, selection
of candidates as well as funding. For political funding, they resort
to various methods to collect finance which are known to all of us.
Once the elections are completed. the winning party will fomt&
govt. Once the government is constituted. they will rule or given
as per their manifestoes etc. or according to their goal for next

five (5) years. Hence, the interest of the state as well as mtm
the interest political

of the voters are largely dependent upon :
parties exhibits in their day to day governance. Therefore, if the
interest of the state and the interest of the citizens are to be
protected then, there is an urgent and imperative need to have

strong civic awareness besides solid civil society organisa§10nsto
I am afraid such

take care of the interest of the state. In Assam, >
institution are either too weak or non — existent. If such institutions
exist, then the open loot of state resources like forest and revenue
will be restricted. Few celebrity cases of corruption in the forest
department of Assam exhibits such open and day light robbery
which will not be found in other state. Where the state is alert and
responsive to public interest such activities will not recurr,
Corruption impoverishes the people. Due to such aberration, state
fails to deliver its basic services to its people. Where corruption
and abuse of state power is the least, the development and growth
is always higher. Corruption is like a cancer, it destroys the vitals
of the nation state. In short the control of corruption will facilitate
the state to work for the best interest of its poor people.

This is also global experience that — direction of public policies
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and governance may therefore shift to arcas which will benefit the
donor rather than the social and economic benefit of the largest
number of the masses. In other words, once elections arc over, the
candidates may work more for the benefit of industrialist or business
houses rather than the citizen. This is the perfect example of Crony
Capitalism.

In order to combat such tendencies, there is an urgent need
to place a robust mechanism to arrest such misdeeds. There are
number of safeguards like independent press and very strong
impartial judicial system to ensure that none tries to maneuver
against fair play and equity. The strongest defense against such
elements would be the alert and vigilant civil society. “Eternal
vigilance is the price of liberty”. This is the stand which ought to
be understood and strictly adhered to by all.

India is a huge country with 125 crore plus population. Half
of them are below 45 years of working age which is a huge
tangible asset for the growth and prosperity of the country. Only
point is that we have to channelise them to certain development
oriented and gainful activities which will enhance the image and
prosperity of the country. These large youthful citizens will be able
to generate income for themselves, besides producing goods and
services to the country. The need of the hour 1s to provide basic
common facilities like health, education and drinking water and
electric power to all. Even after the completion of seven decades
of independence, we are yet to provide these to all. The example
of Guwahati city, the smart city of the North East, capital of
Assam is a singular example. I was informed last year that
Guwahati Ja] Board only provide less than 30% safe drinking water
to its citizens. The rest of the population has to depend on the
mercy of rain god or mother earth for drinking water from open
wells or tubewells. This is definitely a pathetic condition, when
mighty Brahmaputra is flowing along the city boundary. Hope this
issue is resolved to improve the state image. None will come to
state, if they know that state is devoid of basic civic amenities and
infrastructure. State devoid or sans any basic infrastructure cannot
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hope to draw any investment or even cursory enquiry. Such
entity will always look for better avenues and environment
where the climate for investment are far superior and
welcomed by its employees.

However, with globalizauon. the entire world economy has
undergone a drastic change. The casy movement of goods and
services across the world has changed the business and economic
activities and environment, English language has overtaken as the
most important Lingua-Francu for all communication and
transaction of business across the world. All global or multinations)
companies insist on knowledge of English for their employees. So
one can easily understand the trend and subsequent .effect of
globalization on the community. I remember once attending a one
week training course in [IM Bangalore, in early nineties (1990s).
We had one professor who used to tell us jocularly about the effects
of globalization on Indian youth and their families. He used to
comment by stating, I quote, “To day English is the global language,
Coca-Cola is the world drink, while MTV is the wqud culture®,
This was the situation during the last decade of twentieth century.

Globalization has had varying effects in various part of the
world. Experience of countries defer from country to country, as
well as from state to state. Some regions like Western Europe has
done definitely better than Eastern Europe. In Asia the expenence
is different amongst the South East Asia and the rest of Asia,
while countries like South Korea, Japan, Thailand and Taiwan l.mw:
done exceedingly well. Within our country, there are various
conflicting views depending upon their political and ideological
basis/ lines. However, one factor is very apparent in India that
globalization did not benefit all section of our Indian society,
especially the marginalised economically poorer section. Rich
became richer while poor became poorer. This is due to absence
of appropriate state intervention in income generating activities
besides lack of basic infrastructure like power, credit to farmers
and absence of proper marketing facilities. Assam is the example
of absence of proper marketing facilities and market support to
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farmers by ensuring Minimum Support Price to all agricultural
products. I would advice you all to read the Survey Report
appearing in the Frontline magazine of July, 2016. It covers fairly
wide discipline and topics which are of importance to all of us.
I would also like to urge your college management to subscribe
to all important English as well as Assamese magazines for your
library which will widen your scope of learning as well as current
affairs and issues which are confronting Us. I am sure your
professors of Economics and social sciences, must have
explained to you very elaborately on these various nation building
works and issues.

Remember the comment of Prof. Gunnar Myrdal, who wrote
the Nobel Prize winning book by the name — *“Asian Drama”, in
which he commented — “A Nation is poor because its resources
are poor”, which includes human resources.

Now coming to our serious issue of today,~Education and
Challenges, when we talk of Education, immediately it reminds me
of great French philosopher, Rousseau, who said— “Education
should aim at the perfection of human nature™. This ideal was fully
endorsed by our great Nobel laureate Rabindra Nath Tagore.

As per UNESCO objective, the goal of learning is to —

1) Learn to know

2) Leamn to do

3) Learn to live in harmony with all

4) Learning to be

Decades ago, our great seers like Sri Aurobindo flagged
education as a means to prepare ourselves “to take place amongst
the standard bearers of new humanity that is struggling to be born
amidst the chaos of a world in dissolution”

These few quotation will clarify the importance of education
and knowledge. Most of you may be familiar with the working
style of technically qualified person from a non qualified person.
It will be always easier to train literate farmer who can easily
read and understand, compared to an illiterate person. The efforts
required to train an illiterate person is twice that of effort with
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an educated person. A qualified and trained worker will produce
twice the quantity compared to an unqualified untrained persoa.

Hence, if
one wants to go up very high in the life, there is no short cut but

Few months back, I saw one — India Today TV Interview

Yvhere.large number of experts, union ministers CEOs of PSU
m_cludn?g officers / representatives from Assam were also present.
Discussion clearly identified the lack of proper social infrastructure
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like educational institutions, engineering / technical and professional
institutions, as one of the major lacunae of Assam which poses
problem to our students. Absence of such reputed center of
excellence or standard institution does restrict the opportunity to
learn or to acquire the required knowledge or technique.

Only requirement is internet connection, computers and
one large video screen or monitor. I personally feel strongly about
the utility of such facilities in all our areas.

You must be aware that Govt. of
India, IT department has already launched community IT kiosk in
almost all the villages in India to facilitate easy access to obtain
caste certificate, land revenue records etc. This is a worthwhile
“beneficial social service. The educational Institution in our country
must gradually move towards that direction. This will benefit all this
will also provide level playing field to all sections of society,
especially the students from economically poor status. This step
would usher in a stage where irrespective of economic status
student will be able to compete equally with all. Therefore, if we
have to equip our students and youth for their bright future, the
State Govt. of Assam will have to think seriously on that front.

Only
requirement is of proper training and guidance. I know a few
entrepreneurs in hospitality industries, who talk highly about the
qualities of our youths. Definitely one should grasp such
opportunities not only within India but also abroad. Recently, I saw
and met quite a few young graduates from Andhra Pradesh and
Delhi working in various hotels and show rooms in Dubai. They
are all trained in their respective professions. Similar program could
be undertaken in Assam.

Another aspect which I thought, I will share with you all is
about multi — role or multi tasking. Multi tasking means knowledge
of multi skill. In our globalized world of 196 countries, due to
complexities of life, there-is an inherent or urgent need to have
multi skill or knowledge. One simple example is the knowledge of
Information Technology. Entire global banking, trade, commerce
and business is moving only on IT based communications system.
This mode of communication is faster and speedier and reliable.
One can know global news on line or live in a matter of fraction
of a second. One can travel from one continent to other in a span
of 8 to 10 hours. More and more activities will be based on IT
platform. One can observe the business activities of Amazon, or
Flipcart, which delivers books, stationary, dresses etc to your home
within 24 hours, which is totally based on IT. This online
merchandizing is posing serious threat to the existing shop keepers.
In Delhi, shopkeepers are already planning to diversify to other
trades due to the challenge posed by these organisations. One
need not go to the market to buy dresses or consumer goods. One
can order them online and delivered in the same day if one is
located in metro area. More advance technologies are in pipeline
to improve the life style of mankind. High tech Nano technologies
are in advance stage of development. I can easily narrate the
advancement in medical fields as well as in artificial intelligence.
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Automobile companies are planming to introduce driverless cars B
USA. This was unhcard or unbelievable few years back. United

H.S. Brahma : Former Chief Election Commissioner of India.
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India's North East - Challenges and
Opportunities for the youth

P. C. Haldar

Ladies and gentlemen,

My heart always fills with pride and humble gratitude when
I think of our pioneers who lived under the yoke of foreign rule
and yet nurtured our self-respect, our cultural and social heritage
despite obvious constraints of their times. Shri Anandram Dhekial
Phukan was one such person and indeed a2 man of Indian
Renaissance in Assam. The nation owes a great deal to people
like him.

He was a pioneering man of outstanding intellectual
capabilities and amazing range of interests. We all know that his
vision was forward looking for his times. In fact, if we fast
forward to the present, his ideas remain remarkably modern and
relevant even today. For him, embracing modernism did not mean
forsaking tradition. He lived a life which was a balanced blend of
both. To my mind, he remains an ideal icon for today's youth. He
was not swept off his feet by new ideas and thoughts. He imbibed
their spirit, blended that with the needs of his people and
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advocated what he thought was in their best interest.

His interest 1n education for his people including women ws
a lifelong passion. Along with hterary and social luminaries d
Bengal Anandram was one of the 25 founding members of
Bethune Society, Calcutta which played a vital role in Bengd
renaissance. Anandram had clanty about indigenous capabilily&!ﬂ
talent of his people as well as their immediate needs. His thoughs
on regeneration of Assam showed his insight. He atu’ﬂ)l.ltedﬂ'&
deterioration in Assam to illiteracy, woeful condition of agricultire
industry and commerce. His suggestions for agraran re.fom
touched issues of land ownership, improved sceds/fa.rm equipmed!
and skills, knowledge of manufacturing €tc. He mentioned the nesd
for setting up 'manufacturing schools' in Assam and pleaded fur
skill development of the indigenous youth. .

One of his most important contribution was hfs eﬁ'ort.stog;
a rightful place for the Assamese 1anguage..Thls e did Wi
characteristic intellectual sharpness -marshalling gnd force%
arranging arguments as only he could. It was his efforts
started a process culminating in re-introduction ofAssau}t;O;
language replacing Bengali in schools and courts under ?he Bl
administration in 1872. Remarkably, Anandram achieved thi
without showing any disrespect or intolerance to any language o
any community. He was proficient in several languages qcludnlg
Bengali and at the age of 17 years, authored a book which was
described as "a pioneering effort towards the creation of juridical
and political literature in Bengali." Isn't it remarkable that same
Anandram is counted amongst the pioneers of modern Assamest
prose? He authored books in Assamese€ language for youth
aimed at expanding their vision. It is, therefore, not surprising that
even though he lived a very short life he left an indelible mark in
history. His was a soul that yearned to see his people happy and
prosperous, living with dignity and self respect. But his was nota
voice that encouraged chauvinism. His thoughts were impressive
and inspiring and his ideas opened new vistas. The contemporary
relevance of some of his ideas is uncanny and only proves the
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adage that good thoughts transcend the barriers of time and age.
He died young at 29 years leaving a legacy that remains
luminescent even after one hundred fifty years. Anandram
Dhekial Phukan remains a pride for not only for Assam but for
the entire nation. '

I have chosen "India's North East - Challenges and
Opportunities for the youth" as the topic for our interaction today.
But why am I talking about youth? Why not only "India's North
East - Challenges and Opportunities". I have done so because his
life story demonstrates how youth with commitment and dedication
can be the harbinger of positive social changes.

Let us briefly dwell on the broad features of the ecosystem
that surrounds our young protagonists before I discuss our hopes
and expectations from them. I shall, for the sake of limited
scope of my present interaction, refer to this region as if it is one
entity though I am deeply conscious of its magnificent ethnic,
cultural, linguistic and religious plurality. I seek your indulgence
in this regard.

What is India's northeast? Some analysts see this region as
Asia in miniature, others as one that celebrates rich ethno-cultural
tapestry of India. Independence ushered in an era of rapid pace
and momentum of political, economic and social developments in
the region in post Independence years, particularly in the remote
areas. A noted analyst and columnist from Assam coined the
phrase "one thousand years in a life time" to describe their
tumultuous impact on the lives of the people concerned. The
partition had snapped the traditional economic linkages and rudely
disrupted economic life of the region. This was one of the prime
underlying reasons of the slowing down of the economy that
pushed the region into economic backwardness. The situation has
however started changing. It is generally agreed that the
Northeastern states have a tremendous potential for economic
“growth. Various initiatives including the 'look east’ policy aimed
ending the economic isolation of the region have been launched. It
is well known that funds for meaningful development projects are
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no longer a constraint. There 1s revival of interest in private seciy
for investments. Then what 1s 1t that is lacking? The answer i
atmosphere. A stable and violence frec north east is needed®
provide an atmosphere conducive for growth.

The region, home to about 3% of Indians, has a history of
armed militancy and ¢ndennc fratricidal ethnic violence. Tte
regional and ethnic identity based aspirations of various groys
across the States have sought expression in a variety of demans
for "self-determination”. Lase of travel across and availabil{lyd
state and non-state sponsors across the extensive interpatlonfl
border, have played a role in incubating and sustaining militancy 8
the region. Grievances, perceived or real, arising fl'Oﬂ.l uneque!
access to the gains of development continue to be a major souree
of concern. For some, the environment of violence has becomea
source of profit and influence. Corruption including leaksge of
developmental funds, extortion, illegal tolls and taxes are Ot!lﬂ
afflictions that ail the local economy. This impedes‘ genune
business and entrepreneurial initiatives and deprives the peop le the
fruits of development. v s

Apart from armed militancy, there is politics of identnfymﬂie
region that is aggressive, intolerant and often violent. Violence,
irrespective of its origin, retards economic growth and the pace of
development. Since the process of identity formation is still a work
in progress in the region in many pockets, social tremors are
unfortunate but not surprising. But violent manifestations gugg%ta
breakdown of dialogue between communities who are neighbours
by geography but yet to become neighbourly. .

Deliberate attempts to fester a s€ense€ of 'separateness' i
the name of ethnic and regional identity are visible in northeast -
sgmetimes using history , sometimes other factors to deepen the
divide between communities/ethnic groups. Unfortunately, it is
not being understood that future can neither be a replica of the
past nor can a future be built on hate for hate consumes its
protagonists. Dwelling in the past has power to condemn those
living in the present to an inferno of hate. Please permit me to
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quote evocative words of a young poet written in the context of
another theatre of violence which appear to be relevant. I quote"
We refuse to be enemies; we refuse to believe that hate is
justified; That Peace is weak and that conflict is endless.
Unquote. This is the spirit that youth must imbibe. You may ask
- what is Peace? John Lennon, a youth icon, defined it thus and
I quote "Peace is more than the absence of war. It is living in a
state of balance and harmony. Most of all, peace is about
respect - respect for ourselves, each other, and the planet we
share." Unquote. There is therefore a need to reinforce ties
amongst ethnic groups that are based on shared social and
cultural histories and traditions. Finally, identity is important but
should neither be a liability nor a weapon.

Debate, dissent and dialogue are integral attributes of
democracy. Youth must move away from ethnic intolerance and
violence. Young friends must therefore take a position against the
futility of violent wastage of lives and question the legitimacy of
those who spread the gospel of hate. The pre-requisites to
improve the quality of life of people are peace and development
hence peace initiatives and dialogue have always been part of the
Government repertoire. Of late, there has been a decline in
violence level in northeast. This has been possible due to a slew of
initiatives that include political initiatives including interlocutory
efforts and administrative actions. In modern India, rule of law
has been used as an effective instrument of progressive change
along with secularism and federalism as chosen instruments for
managing ‘plurality and diversity.' A series of constitutional, legal
and political interventions have imparted an increasingly more
federal character to our political and administrative structure. This
has been achieved by 'giving enhanced choice to the people and
making use of the capacity of our democracy to accommodate
diversity and differences'.

The vision Northeast 2020 document mentions the need for
'an imaginative leap' while identifying Internal security including
law and order as one of the critical non-economic requirements
