‘ (A.D.P.College, Nagaon)

To assess the socio-economic conditions of a particular area a micro-level field study is essential.
It provides all necessary.information to the investigators who can anaiyze them in a proper scientific
manner: It is a dependable tool of assessment and analysis..

in the light of these arguments, the students of Economics Major classes of A.D.P. College under-
took a survey on socio-economic conditions of the people of Town Majorati viliage on 19-12-2007 under
the supervision of the facuity members of the department .

The principal objective of the survey was to know the quality of the population in terms of monthly
income, expenditure, land holding, occupational pattern, education, health, drinking water, shelter, living
condition, gender distribution etc. Because these are the indices of economic and social condition i..
indices of human development.

The particular village was selected for the study for the reason that it is the nearest village border-
ing the Nagaon town on its north, The village is in advantageous position to enjoy the benefit of a district
headquarter town. It is not yet an urbanized viilage. It remains a typical developed village which can be
noticed in the proximity of any big town of Assam. The people are more influenced by urban life style
than by rural one.

It was a general survey. The target population consisted of 200 families. A random sample was

prepared with 50 households. The survey was made on-a systematic method with an interval of four
households. ‘

The data collected with the help of printed questionnaire were later tabulated and processed. This
gave some interesting findings, On the-'mori‘thly»i'ncome of families, it was found that they had a mean
income of Rs. 9,190/, while the median income was Rs. 7,187.50. The mode income was found to be
Rs. 3182.50. So the surveyed village seemed to be above the average village of the state. Certainly the
proximity of the Nagaon town has helped the socio-economic condition of the village.

The families of the village had a mean monthly expenditure of Rs. 3,320 on food and Rs. 1,200
on education of children. The median values were respectively Rs. 2,823.53 and Rs. 650. These are
comparable with the urban people. One family was found to have educational expenses of Rs. 10.000
per month. s : _ : : |
Most of the working Population of that village was found to be salaried workers in nearby Nagaen
town. 60% of the ‘qeople ha_d service as occupation. Only 34% of the people depended on agriculture.
The village has lostits agricultural character to some extent, 30% people are involved in other occupa-

tions. Clearly there were dual occupations'in many families, agriculture being one of them.

In the sample studied, 48.14% were male and 51 .86% female. 52% of the families had nuclear
family pattern while 48% had joint family pattern. 13.58% ofthe population were graduates and 4% post-

graduates. Out of this, the female Population had percentage of 3% and 2% respectively. This is a bit
lower than male ratio of 10% and 2%,
